1.)	 The goal of the National Center for Pyramid Model Innovations (NCPMI) is assisting states and programs in 
developing sustainable systems for the equitable implementation of the Pyramid Model for Promoting Social-
Emotional Competence in Infants and Young Children (Pyramid Model) within early intervention and early education 
programs.

2.)	 The ePyramid Model is an online training program for the early childhood workforce. Learn how to enhance social-
emotional development in young children, without ever leaving the classroom. These online courses make new-hire 
and recurrent training for your staff easier. The courses are evidence-based and promote nurturing relationships 
between staff and children. Each of the courses are on-demand so your workforce learns at their pace.

3.)	 These Pyramid Model training modules provide useful content and training for addressing the social-emotional 
needs of young children. These modules have been used nationally to provide training on Pyramid Model practices 
within various settings. Each module package includes a presentation script, slides, videos, activity descriptions, and 
handouts.

Social Emotional Training Modules

4.)	 These Pyramid Model tools give teachers practical strategies, developed from research activities and experiences 
in Positive Behavior Support, to create a plan for supporting young children who are having challenging behavior.  
The provided teaching tools provide handouts, worksheets, techniques, strategies, and visuals to support children 
in the classroom and other learning environments.  These tools also provide effective intervention approaches for 
children who do not need a functional assessment to determine the function of the child’s problem behavior or a 
team-based process to address persistent challenging behavior.
